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ABSTRACT

number 652, viii + 141 pages, 10 figures, 3 tables, 2021. — Mites in the family Trombiculidae sensu
lato are parasites of terrestrial vertebrates, even humans, in their larval stage. There are more than 3,700
species of chiggers, and about one-third of these species are represented by type specimens in the Smith-
sonian Institution’s United States National Museum Entomology Collection. Here we provide a catalog
of all primary and secondary type specimens of chiggers (holotype, paratype, syntype, lectotype, and
paralectotype) housed in the collection. Listed herein are 1,026 type specimens with 645 representing
holotypes, 782 paratypes, 69 syntypes, 19 lectotypes, and 16 paralectotypes of larvae, deutonymphs,
and adult chiggers.

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INTRODUCTION

Mites of the family Trombiculidae exhibit a varied life style: larvae (chiggers; Figures
1A,B, 2, 3) are parasitic on terrestrial vertebrates, including humans, whereas the active
postlarval stages (deutonymph and adult, Figure 1D) are predatory on eggs and other
arthropods in the soil (Miyajima and Okumura, 1917). The protonymph (Figure 1C) and
tritonymph are inactive calyptostases. Hyland (1951) suggested the coloring of the larva
depends on the type of food ingested by the deutonymph or adult, and this phenomenon
is illustrated in Figure 1A and B featuring two color morphs of Quadraseta sp. larvae.
During larval feeding, a stylostome (Figure 2D) is formed on the skin, which enables
the mite to feed on deeper layers of tissue (Shatrov, 2000). In some mite species, the
stylostome can be enveloped by host tissue, remaining encapsulated for up to six months
(Wharton and Fuller, 1952).

Nonengorged larvae measure from 200 to 400 pm (Figure 3A) and increase in size
up to 1 mm in length when they are engorged (Figure 3B). During the parasitic phase,
larvae can cause lesions and severe skin reactions in the host (Hase et al., 1978), with spe-
cies of Leptotrombidium Nagayo et al. vectoring the bacteria, Orientia tsutsugamushi,
which causes human rickettsioses, also known as scrub typhus.

Krantz and Walter (2009) included chiggers in the superfamily Tombiculoidea
(Trombidiformes) along with Audyanidae Southcott 1987, Johnstonianidae Thor 1935,
Neotrombidiidae Feider 1955, and Trombellidae Thor 1935.

Primarily on the basis of larval morphology, Wen (1999) revised Trombiculidae and
recognized Leeuwenhoekiinae Womersley 1944 and Walchiinae Ewing 1946 at the family
level. Here, we use Trombiculidae sensu lato, to refer to the three families. There are an
estimated 3,700 described chigger species (Liu et al., 2013), and the types are placed in
various collections worldwide.

The national chigger collection, one of most important chigger collections in the
world, has been reincorporated into the Smithsonian’s national insect and mite collection,

which is held at the Systematic Entomology Laboratory (SEL) of
the Agricultural Research Service, U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture, in Beltsville, Maryland. Despite its physical location, it is
nonetheless part of the United States National Museum (USNM)
Entomology Collection of the Smithsonian Institution’s National
Museum of Natural History.

This collection includes species described by researchers
from the United States and other countries. Early researchers in
the field included H. E. Ewing (Figure 4A), G. W. Wharton (Fig-
ure 4B), and R. B. Loomis (Figure 4F), who published important
papers on chiggers during the twentieth century (Ewing, 1931;
Wharton and Fuller, 1952; Loomis, 1973). In addition to their

collections, a large assortment of slides (approximately 51,000)
was incorporated into the USNM, most of them from Nearctic
and Neotropical biodiversity research by J. M. Brennan (Figure
4C) and L. Goff (Figure 5) (Brennan and Goff, 1977a). Many
Asian chigger type specimens provided by Robert Traub (Figure
6) and M. Nadchatram (Figure 4D) have been incorporated into
this collection, as have the African species from the collection of
P. H. Vercammen-Grandjean (Figure 4E). The type material in
the USNM collection includes approximately one-third of the
currently known chigger species worldwide. This work repre-
sents an update to the original catalog produced by Goff (1989)
and includes additional holotypes and lectotypes, along with the

addition of paratypes, syntypes, and paralectotypes. Designa-
tions follow the recommendations of the International Code of
Zoological Nomenclature (ICZN, 1999, article 72 F.4).

APPROACH AND FORMAT OF ACCOUNTS
This catalog includes 645 holotypes, 782 paratypes, 19 lec-

totypes, 16 paralectotypes, and 69 syntypes representing 1,026
nominal species. It was created with the combined efforts of

Brazilian (Figure 7A,B,E) and American (Figure 7C,D) research-
ers who devoted time to this collection. Figure 8A shows the
entire type collection, Figure 8B shows slide boxes (labeled blue),
and Figure 8C shows an open boxwith alphabetically arranged
slides.

The catalog is arranged alphabetically by species, starting
with specific epithet, subspecies (when present), genus, subge-
nus (when present), author, published year, page number, and
whether the specimen is larva (L) or active postlarval instar (P).

The holotype and lectotype data include locality, collection date,
original host, and author, followed by the current host name in
parentheses (if different), host order and family in parentheses,
collector(s) (coll.), and, when known, original collection number.
The paratype and paralectotypes data are presented in the same
order with the addition of the number of specimens per collec-
tion. In this catalog, syntypes were designated when there was no
holotype designation in the original description. In many cases,
the labels of slides designated as holotypes had red markings,
whereas labels of paratypes were marked in blue, in dark or light
green, or written by hand to identify the paratypes. At the end
of each specimen record, after the original collection number, the

current USNM Department of Entomology (USNMENT) num-
ber for each type specimen is added in parentheses. The speci-
ficity of localities in the catalog depends on how accurate that
information was presented in the original description. Often in
the original descriptions the location was given as “being close to
somewhere”; these statements are random without a geographic
coordinate. To avoid mistakes, we prefer to place the locality as
precisely and accurately as possible. Therefore, some localities
specify city whereas others specify only state.

Collectors identified as “Smithsonian Army coll.” were
hired from the Department of the Army for the Smithsonian In-
stitution expeditions.

When Traub retired from the Army, he became a professor at the University of Maryland, Baltimore’s
School of Medicine in the Department of Microbiology until 1983. After retirement from teaching, Traub was named honorary curator of
Ceratophyllidae for the Smithsonian Institution and occupied this role until 1994. He contributed many Asian chigger type specimens to the

Smithsonian collection.

Over the years, names of some host taxa have changed.
Table 1 lists the original host names used in the original chigger
descriptions and their current names. Host names not included
in Table 1 have not changed since the original chigger descrip-
tion. In the catalog listing below, we chose to update the hosts
with their current names. In addition, some country names have
changed. See Table 2 for updated locality names.

More than 30 different researchers from around the world
have deposited chigger types in the USNM collection over the
years, with 20% described by J. M. Brennan. Some types slides
from various authors are highlighted in Figures 9 and 10 to show
the variation in mounting and labeling (the unique USNMENT

specimen identifiers are not visible on the slides in Figures 9 and
10 because the photos were taken prior to these labels being
physically attached to each slide).

The USNM chigger type collection started in 1913 with
the chigger work of Ewing. Between 1913 and 1939 approxi-
mately 6% of the current total 1,026 species were added to the
USNM collection. Work in the 1940s through 1960s accounted
for about 55% of the species represented in the collection. All of
these contributions had significant help from the U.S. Army, as
some of these mites are known vectors of human diseases (such
as typhus) in the Asian region. In the 1970s, another 16% were
added, but after 1980, the number of additions to the USNM

collection significantly decreased. Goff (1989) listed 600 primary
types deposited with USNM, and we list 733 primary types from
72 countries and from areas of every continent (except Antarc-
tica). In this collection, nine type species were based on post-
larval instars, and all other species were based on larvae. All
information will be available online through an Emu database.
Of the types in this collection, the largest number of spe-
cies are from the United States, Venezuela, and Malaysia. The

importance of depositing type specimens and research vouchers
in institutional or museum collections cannot be underestimated.
As field-collected material becomes increasingly unavailable, in-
stitutional or museum collections are more important in system-
atic research.

Some type catalogs including chigger records have been
published previously, such as the type catalog of the American
Museum of Natural History in which Hernandes et al. (2011)

listed 45 different families, including Trombiculidae, represented
by only two species—Blankaartia attenuata (Michener) and Eu-
trombicula splendens (Ewing). Stekolnikov (2019) recently pub-
lished a type catalog containing 92 chigger holotypes deposited
in the collection of the Natural History Museum of Geneva,
Switzerland.

Stekolnikov (2019) stated that Goff (1989) incorrectly
listed the “type” of Microtrombicula (Scapuscutala) nadcha-
trami Vercammen-Grandjean, 1965 (in Vercammen-Grandjean,
1965c¢), as part of the USNM collection. He suggested the slide
of Microtrombicula paramunda (nomen nudum), labeled as “ho-
lotype” could be the holotype of M. (S.) nadchatrami. Examina-
tion of the M. (S.) nadchatrami slide labeled “type” in the USNM
collection (Figure 10D) agrees with Vercammen-Grandjean’s
1965 description, except for the slide number. The slide labeled
“type” in the USNM is numbered 103433 whereas the original

description lists 103441. Vercammen-Grandjean frequently
labeled slides with unpublished names as types (Stekolnikov
2019). The slide of M. paramunda at the Natural History Mu-
seum of Geneva is a nomen nudum (Stekolnikov 2019), there-
fore the slide of M. (S.) nadchatrami in the USNM collection
(Figure 10D) labeled “type” is the holotype for this species. In
addition, the types of Schoutedenichia (Brennanichia) dipodilli
Vercammen-Grandjean, 1958, previously thought to be missing
(Stekolnikov 2018), have been found (Figure 10A).

Several of the listed species are mainly reported from do-
mestic and farm animals and are summarized in the Table 3.
These chiggers can cause various skin problems that can signifi-
cantly influence the health of the animals. In addition, chiggers
can be introduced into other countries through the importation
of domestic animals, which then can infest local domestic and
endemic fauna.
